Agents Ramos and Compean Lose Appeal 
By Daniel Barunda. El Paso Times. July 29, 2008.  The Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals on Monday upheld mandatory 
10-year prison sentences for former El Paso Border Patrol agents Ignacio Ramos and Jose Alonso Compean, 
convicted of civil-rights violations in 2006 after shooting an admitted drug smuggler and then covering it up. 
The decision by a three-judge panel renewed calls by some members of Congress for President Bush to 
commute the sentences of the imprisoned agents. - "It was a shock to us. It's a complete shock," said Ra 
mos's wife, Monica Ramos, her voice cracking with emotion hours after the decision was announced. After a 
hearing in December in New Orleans, supporters of the ex-agents had felt that an appeals decision would go 
their way.

Why Martin Luther King, Jr. was  a Republican

Governor Charlie Crist today encouraged investment in Florida’s 
renewable energy industry while addressing attendees in Orlando at the 2008 Farm to Fuel Summit, hosted by 
Commissioner Charles Bronson and the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services. Governor 
Crist praised investors and producers of ethanol and biofuels for their efforts to develop renewable energy. 
Later this morning, Governor Crist will join Linda Watson, chief executive officer of LYNX – Central Florida 
Regional Transportation Authority, to sign an agreement that awards $2.5 million to use biodiesel to fuel public 
transportation in Orange, Osceola and Seminole counties.

July 28, 2008.  Tallahassee.   Attorney General Bill McCollum today announced that a registered sex offender is 
back in custody after the man solicited an undercover investigator with the Attorney General’s CyberCrime 
Unit, believing he was soliciting a mother for sex with her young children. Richard Hannon will be charged with 
soliciting a parent for unlawful sex acts with a child after engaging in a series of sexually explicit internet 
conversations with the investigator. He was arrested today by law enforcement officers with the CyberCrime 
Unit and the New Port Richey Police Department, the second arrest made this week by the Attorney General’s 
new Tampa Region CyberCrime Task Force.  See the rest.

This Week in Senate History – August 6,1971 – Summer Recess.  The Senate and House of 
Representatives took their first mandatory 30-day summer recess as required by the 1970 Legislative 
Reorganization Act. Existing law had provided that Congress "shall adjourn sine die not later than July 31 of 
each year," unless the two houses provided otherwise. But the last time Congress had managed to complete 
its work at the end of July had been in 1956. On even-numbered years, Congress usually managed to adjourn 
by early October to accommodate members running for reelection, but in odd-numbered years it had become 
standard to work until December, with little time for members to plan for and enjoy family summer vacations. 
Although August recesses since 1971 have been abbreviated during election years, the 1970 act's recess 
provision has been carried out faithfully during odd-numbered years.  See more.
